Welcome back to the new school year. We hope you had a lovely summer and the children have a happy and successful year. We are 
welcoming 16 new children into reception, and 7 new starters into our nursery class. In order to comply with the Government guidance on 32.5 
hours for the school week, from Monday the school gates will open at 8.45 a.m. and the children will be taken in at 8.50 a.m. It is important 
that children arrive on time ready for a smooth start to the school day. We hope all our new starters settle in well and enjoy their time at 
Spittal First School.  
 
School News 
Attached is a paper copy of dates for the school year. Additional dates will be added as time goes by and these dates are confirmed via parent 
app and in our weekly newsletter.

Please could you remember to send any money into school in a named envelope on a Monday? Swimming this term is for children in year two 
and will commence next week. We ask for a contribution of £3.00 per week payable on a Monday. If you would like to pay in advance the cost 
for this half term’s swimming is £21.00. If you would still like to pay in advance for school meals the cost until half term is £87.50 to pay for 
the half term in advance from next week or £2.50 per day/ £12.50 per week. This is payable in cash or online through School Grid. P.E and 
swimming will both start next week so please ensure children come to school dressed in their PE kits on their designated days as follows;

Mrs Woodhouse; Monday and Wednesday 
Miss Jeffrey; Wednesday and swim kit required on a Friday  
Mr Straughan; Monday and Wednesday

From Monday, the gates will be opened at the end of the day at 3. 15p.m for the children to be dismissed at 3.20 p.m. At the end of the 
school day, class teachers dismiss children one at a time to ensure the safety of the children.

Free School Meals and School Milk 
School meals are free for those in reception, year one and two but need to be paid for from year three onwards unless you are 
eligible for Means Tested Free School Meals. However, to receive free school milk from the term after your child’s fifth birthday 
parents will still need to apply for Free School Meals. The school also receives funding for each child from families receiving 
these benefits if Free School Meals are applied for. 
This funding is used to provide extra support for children to help them to achieve their very best at school. Please apply for Free 
School Meals if at any time you become eligible for any of the benefits listed even if your child is in reception, year one or two. 
Forms are available from the school office.  
Children are eligible for Free School Meals if any of the following are met; 

 Universal credit (provided your annual net earned income is not more than £7400 from your last 3 assessment 
periods.) 

 Child Tax Credit ONLY- Income below £16,190 (Families receiving Working Tax Credit are not eligible) 

 Income Support 

 Income Related Employment and Support Allowance. 

 Income Based Job Seekers allowance 

 Guaranteed Element of State Pension Credit. 

 The Immigration and Asylum Act 1999.
